COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description
This is the first of two Medical Surgical Nursing courses.  The focus is on the application of the nursing process to care of patients experiencing medical-surgical conditions along the health-illness continuum.  Students will apply their learning in medical-surgical clinical settings.

· Utilize information from class in planning care that is evidence-based, culturally appropriate and client-centered for the medical-surgical client 
· Summarize the nursing process in care of the patient with alterations in health. 
· Examine the pharmacologic, nutritional, developmental, and teaching needs of the patient with alterations in health. 
· Demonstrate competent clinical reasoning and practice through the application of professional guidelines and standards of practice while caring for medical-surgical patients 
· Apply elements of the nursing process and utilize critical thinking skills as a framework to clinical decision-making. 
· Demonstrate professional standards of moral, ethical, and legal conduct.
