COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description
This course focuses on nursing care of childbearing families using both nursing and developmental theories.  Practice in providing nursing care to families during each phase of the childbearing cycle occurs in local hospitals, clinics, and simulation. The nursing process is used with emphasis on the theoretical and empirical basis of practice. Experience in patient/family teaching such as childbirth classes is included.
 
Learning Objectives
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to: 
· Define legal, cultural, ethical, economic, historical, and political factors which impact the delivery of family centered health care. 
· Describe normal and abnormal physiological and psychological changes that occur during pregnancy, delivery, and newborn phase. 
· Discuss the role of the nurse that reflects an understanding of the impact the nurse can have on the childbearing family. 
· Use relevant evidence-based practice for decision making in relation to childbearing families and the newborn. 
· Discuss the role of the nurse and the use of nursing standards to monitor patient/family care. 
· Prepare a teaching plan based on principles of teaching/learning. 
· Discuss caring in relation to nursing the childbearing family and newborn.

Active class participation is expected in this course. Your instructor will keep track of attendance and your level of participation in the lecture and lab components of the course.
